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Use of Club Boats
Eligibility

•
All adult RRC members who have paid annual membership (and program, if applicable) fees and have turned in the annual membership application and waiver are eligible to use club equipment AFTER certification (passing Captain’s test for sculling equipment).

•
Learn to Row program members can only use equipment during coached sessions.

•
Juniors (up to age 19) can only use equipment during coached sessions or they may row with experienced and qualified adult members once they have passed the Captain’s test.  In either case, the club must have a waiver signed by a parent.

Scheduling

•
All boats (1x, 2x, 2-, 4x, 4+) must be reserved in the reservations book. 8+ can only be taken out with coached programs and must be escorted by a launch.
•
Coached programs have priority over all equipment.

•
Sign up opens the Friday prior to the following week (Sunday-Saturday).

•
Equipment may be reserved for up to 90 minutes.

•
You may reserve a boat no more than 3 times a week; you may row a boat more than 3 times in a week assuming it is not reserved by someone else.

•
If you do not arrive within 10 minutes of the reserved time, the shell is 1st come-1st served.

•
If you know you will not be able to make a session you reserved, please remove your name and/or call the boathouse to ask someone to remove it.

•
Have the boat back on the dock at the scheduled time.

•
All boats must be signed out in the log book and on the white board. In the log book, please note the boat name (if it has one).  The club boat signout is at the front of the Log book.
Adjustments, Damage, and Responsibilities

*
Inspect a boat closely for damage and needed adjustments before going out.  Anyone claiming competence to row a club boat must also have the competence to adjust it when required.  As necessary, ask and learn.

•
Note any breakage/problems in the Boat Problem Log AND contact Jack Cann at jackcann@earthlink.net to alert him to the problem.  Also leave a note on the boat, if the damage is so extensive that the boat should not be rowed.

*
If a rower causes severe damage to club equipment, the club expects that rower to pay the cost of repairs up to the deductible on our insurance (currently $500).

**”Novices” include anyone who has not completed Learn-To Row AND at least one subsequent RRC sweep program or the equivalent.**
